LANGUAGE IMPAIRMENT

Speech/language impairment means a communication disorder, such as stuttering, impaired
articulation, language impairments, or voice impairment adversely affects a child’s

educational performance.

Articulation: Speech impairments
where the child produces sounds
incorrectly (e.g., lisp, difficulty
articulating certain sounds, such as “1”
or “r”).

Phonological process disorder: Involves
patterns of sound errors. For example,
substituting all sounds made in the back
of the mouth like "k" and "g" for those
in the front of the mouth like "t" and
"d".

Fluency: Speech impairments where a
child’s flow of speech is disrupted by
sounds, syllables, and words that are
repeated, prolonged, or avoided and
where there may be silent blocks or
inappropriate inhalation, exhalation, or
phonation patterns.

Voice: Speech impairments where the
child’s voice has an abnormal quality to
its pitch, resonance, or loudness.

IMPAIRMENT

Deafness is a hearing impairment that is so severe that the learner is impaired in processing
linguistic information through hearing, with or without amplification, which adversely affects
a learner’s educational performance. The learner relies primarily on vision to access spoken
communication.

Hard of hearing is impairment in hearing, whether permanent or fluctuating, that adversely
affects a learner’s educational performance but that is not included under the definition of
deafness. The learner relies primarily on hearing to access speech.

Stuttering is a common speech disorder where a person has difficulty expressing themselves
fluently, although they clearly know what they want to say. One or more of the following
characteristics can affect speech flow: Difficulty starting to speak may be a silent period.
Speech interrupted with pauses of no sound. Repeated words or sounds (ie, “I I I I I think”).

Prolonged words or sounds (ie, “How’s your heeeealth ?”).

FACTORS AFFECTING IT

Children are more likely to stutter
when anxious, such as facing a stage-
fright situation, when reading to a
group, when talking about an
unfamiliar topic or in unfamiliar
surroundings. Other factors include
being tired, excited, emotional,
argumentative, being rushed to speak
and competing to be heard. Having to
use difficult words can also cause a
fluency problem.

It is caused by
brain injury that occurs before, during or after birth Some children with CP also have
learning, vision, hearing and language disorders. CP is a permanent life-long condition, but it
generally doesn’t worsen over time. However, the movement problems produced by the injury

can vary over time.

SYMPTOMS

Early signs of CP usually appear before
three years of age. Nowadays early
diagnosis means early intervention,
which helps to optimise functional
outcomes in the long term. Infants with |
CP are frequently slow to reach |
developmental milestones such as |
learning to roll over, sit, crawl, smile or |
walk. Children with CP will have delayed §
milestones, abnormal muscle tone, poor
coordination and balance, speech and
hearing difficulties and intellectual
disabilities.
